There is, however rules on footwear that
misOd adRekbd to. tTH: Qule &tateQ that
comfortable footwear with flat heels must be
worn for this reason: most bocce is played
on outdoor, natural surfaces. High, or small
pointy heels tend to dig into the surface,
effectively ruining the groomed surface and
ruining play for those who play on a court
with holes in it. Flat heels are required to
avoid this. Another reason is that a bocce
tournament can take hours to complete. You
need the most comfortable shoes you can
find. But playing barefoot is okay, too.
